� We understand she has to be treasurer.


� Leslie frequents Sixth Street, where she is known by everyone.


� Spencer’s art is always a good show.





� We understand we have to invite Mr. Stephenson as it is an ArmadilloCon tradition.  Neal Stephenson is primarily a science fiction writer in the postcyberpunk genre. He also writes nonfiction articles about technology in publications such as Wired Magazine.


� Elizabeth Hand, feminist author, critic, and "lapsed Catholic," whose work deals with moral issues, sex, and death, published her first story in 1988 and first novel, Winterlong, in 1990.


� China Mieville's books continue to dominate in the SF awards stakes. So far THE SCAR has been nominated for The Hugo Award, The BSFA Award and The Arthur C. Clarke Award; PERDIDO STREET STATION has been nominated for The Nebula Award; and DETAILS (a short story) has been nominated for The Bram Stoker Award.


� Christensen was born in 1942 and raised in Culver City, California. He studied painting at Brigham Young University and, for a while, the University of California at Los Angeles before finishing his formal education at BYU. Since then, he has had one-man shows in the West and the Northeast and his work is prized in collections throughout the U.S. and Europe. Inspired by the world's myths, fables and tales of imagination, James C. Christensen wants his work to add up to more than a beautiful - if sometimes "curious" looking work of art.


� His two favorite things to visualize, besides myth, babes, skies... , are fantasy and sci-fi.  He has a lot of fun, because he invents things no one has ever seen before, things that can't be photographed and then manipulated in Photoshop. He gets to explore his inner workings while he’s making a living. It's very gratifying work. He played D&D for almost twenty years before coming to this job, so it is like play. Almost.


� Kinuko Y. Craft is one of the most widely respected and well known illustrator/fantasy artists in the United States today.  Over her nearly 40 year career, she has become known for her meticulous attention to detail, careful research of subject matter and her deep love and knowledge of fine art and art history.  She likes dogs.


� "Surely John Betancourt's Wildside Press, LLC (founded in 1989)—along with its Cosmos imprint—stands as the major success story of the recent [small press publishing] boom, with more than 500 well-chosen titles, new and old, continually in print."—The Washington Post (April 7, 2002)


� An editor with TOR, Anna Genoese is primarily working with their paranormal romance line. She's also keeping an eye out for women's fiction and is interesting in dark fantasy novels but is not currently working on Chick Lit.


� FuEric M. Heideman, story writer, editor, reviewer-critic and SF activist probably deserves his own paragraph. Besides starting up the SF lecture series that Rivendell co-sponsored for several years, publishing his own things, playing critical roles in programming at Minicon, Minn-Con, and moderating Second Foundation, as well as co-facilitating MIFWA, he's now involved in starting up a new "umbrella" SF organization called SF Minnesota, and a new 'con, Diversicon. And he's the editor of a fine, Minn-STF-produced national, semi-prozine, Tales of the Unanticipated, available in fine stores like Uncle Hugo's, and Dreamhaven in Minneapolis, and The Hungry Mind in St. Paul. Hurry to get the current issue, as the new one will be out later this fall (you won't want to miss that one, either-after all, I have a poem in it-I only mention that in the interest of full disclosure.).


� Expensive.  Anna Hepworth, has helped organise two Swancons and three Borderlands conventions, and generally entertained and delighted Perth fandom for over a decade.


� Cheap; we understand he’s responsible for ArmadilloCon’s status in Fandom.  Lawrence Person is a single science fiction writer living in Austin, Texas. His short fiction has appeared in Asimov's, Analog, Fear, and several anthologies. He also edits the Hugo-nominated SF critical magazine Nova Express, and is a member of the long-running Turkey City Writer's Workshop. His non-fiction has appeared in National Review, Reason, Whole Earth Review, The Freeman, The World & I, Science Fiction Eye, The New York Review of Science Fiction, and Slashdot.org. He owns a very large library. He also makes a mean batch of salsa.


� From Arizona.  Cristi Simila, Chair of many past TusCons, currently making the Fan GoH rounds.


� Over the years Melissa Mia Hall has worked as a book critic, writing hundreds of book reviews and interviews for newspapers and magazines. When she began, she focused on Science Fiction/Fantasy and interviewed authors such as Stephen R. Donaldson, Gene Wolfe (AMAZING, 9/81) Edward Bryant, Robert Silverberg and George R.R. Martin but also interviewed poets like W.S. Merwin.


� Esther M. Friesner writes (and edits) science fiction, fantasy and horror.  She really did name one of her anthologies CHICKS IN CHAINMAIL (her first anthology was called ALIEN PREGNANT BY ELVIS. And the most recent one out was BLOOD MUSE, which was a distinctly un-funny anthology of vampire-and-artist stories.) 


� HN Turteltaub is the pseudonym of a well-known novelist who is also a respected scholar of Byzantine history.


� When Eric Iverson first began to publish science fiction, his editor at Belmont Towers commented that he needed a more believable name in order to sell books. The editor suggested that the name be Nordic sounding and thus was born Eric Iverson. It should be noted, however that this same editor misspelled the pseudonym on the title page of Iverson’s second novel, Wereblood.


� Harry Turtledove, is a historian and novelist who is best known for his alternate history, fantasy, and science fiction works. He is probably the best-known and most popular author of alternate history.  Turtledove was born in Los Angeles, California. After flunking out of his freshman year at Caltech, he attended UCLA, where he received a Ph.D. in Byzantine history in 1977. His dissertation was on The Immediate Successors of Justinian: A Study of the Persian Problem and of Continuity and Change in Internal Secular Affairs in the Later Roman Empire During the Reigns of Justin II and Tiberius II Constantine (A.D. 565-582).


� You don’t know these people, so what the hey.


� Mary Crowell has been playing piano by ear since she was eight, and composed her first peice of music (for clarinet) in 7th grade. She has a D.M.A., and claims that she kept sane while spending all that time hitting the books, by writing songs that weren't to set theory. This is how she came to write torch songs about gaming. After she played "Magnus Retail" (about one of her husbands icky NPC alchemists), in a band in a LARP, two of her friends immediately explained filk to her, had her listen to some Tom Smith songs, they also paid her way to GAFfilk 2001.   Mary Crowell is an excellent singer and keyboard wizard. She also plays the clarinet and harmonica, and has just started taking guitar lessons. She made such a good impression at her filk debut, that the next year GaFilk asked her to be the featured performer at the banquet.


� Everyone knows Margaret Middleton (no, not the saint).


� Barry "Gort" Childs-Helton provides the band with ecologically-correct lead guitar (85% recycled 1960s riffs), certifiably burly male vocals, and neo-obscurantist lyrical hysteresis. Rowing Stoned decribed his songwriting as "post industrial hieroglyphics by an English major off his medicine-- we think we hate his attitude." His seminal crypto-rock venture American Cheese stuck to the FM grill with their debut LP "Free Cheese" ("We liked what we could understand, but the attitude probably sucks"-- Variety). The Young and Pissed Off Tour met with disaster after the Mars Hole, N.J. gig, when the equipment van swerved to avoid Bigfoot paparazzi and tumbled into a crater.
